Spotsylvania Presbyterian Church hosted the Cite
Soleil pastor, Profaite Medeus, in October. His English is
a work in progress, consequently some had difficulty un-
derstanding much of his sermon. His story is compelling,
so it is offered here in written form.

For many years Profaite was a layleader in the Cite
Soleil church. As the ministry in Haiti expanded and Pas-
tor Leon Dorleans’ responsibilities shifted from the Cite
Soleil pastorate to leading the 4 churches partnering with
Haiti Outreach Ministries and serving as the organization’s
in country director, Profaite completed Haitian Bible col-
lege training and was called as the Cite Soleil church pas-
tor. He has ably led that church through the crisis of na-
tional political turmoil, gang wars, the earthquake, and the
process of recovery.

In all of this, Profaite’s personal story reminds us of
Job. After the gang crisis abated, Profaite undertook a
period of graduate studies at Cincinnati Christian Univer-
sity. After he had been there for a few months he experi-
enced tragedy when both of his young children died in
Haiti. He cut his studies short and returned to Haiti to
care for his wife. She died about a year after the children
died. Within short months after his wife’s death, the
January 2010 earthquake struck Haiti and Profaite’s home
— which he had built for his family and had completed just
as his wife died — was flattened. =~ With encouragement
from Pastor Leon and HOM, Profaite has begun phased
construction on a new home, hoping to complete enough
to live in before the New Year.

Through it all, Profaite has remained committed to
serving the needs of the Cite Soleil congregation. Not
only does he pastor the expanding church, but he is also
responsible for the supplemental community food project,
which distributes food through the churches to the com-
munities. He is also the manager of the ministry’s con-
struction funds, ensuring that they are properly applied
and accounted for.

Despite his personal tragedies, Profaite has been a
beacon to his community and a reliable leader in the min-
istry. He truly has the heart of a pastor and we are
blessed to be able to serve the Haitian people along side a
man like Profaite Medeus.

Cogitating on the Confessions

By Session

The Westminster Confession of Faith, written in 1646, is designed to help us bet-
ter understand our God and our faith. While not the infallible, it seeks to summarize
the key themes of the Bible, the complete and inerrant word of our Lord. We invite
you to read and study this month’s excerpt from the confession, review its associated
scripture, and mediate on God’s great gift of the completed covenant with us through
our Lord Jesus Christ.

The Westminster Confession
Chapter 9: Of Free Will

I. God has endued the will of man with that natural liberty, that is neither forced, nor, by any absolute necessity of na-
ture, determined good, or evil.[1]
Il. Man, in his state of innocency, had freedom, and power to will and to do that which was good and well pleasing to

God;[2] but yet, mutably, so that he might fall from it.[3]

[ll. Man, by his fall into a state of sin, has wholly lost all ability of will to any spiritual good accompanying salvation:[4] so
as, a natural man, being altogether averse from that good,[5] and dead in sin,[6] is not able, by his own strength, to con-

vert himself, or to prepare himself thereunto.[7]

IV. When God converts a sinner, and translates him into the state of grace, He frees him from his natural bondage un-
der sin;[8] and, by His grace alone, enables him freely to will and to do that which is spiritually good;[9] yet so, as that
by reason of his remaining corruption, he does not perfectly, or only, will that which is good, but does also will that

which is evil.[10]

V. The will of man is made perfectly and immutably free to do good alone in the state of glory only.[11]
